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CHARGE OF DISCRIMINATION 

JURISDICTION  

On October 21, 2008, the National Fair Housing Alliance ("Complainant" or 
"NFHA") filed a timely complaint with the United States Department of Housing and 
Urban Development ("HUD" or the "Department"), alleging that Respondent' violated 
the Fair Housing Act as amended in 1988, 42 U.S.C. Section 3601 et seq. (the "Act"), by 
printing, publishing, or causing to be made, printed, or published an advertisement online 
with respect to the rental of a dwelling that indicates a preference, limitation, or 
discrimination based on familial status, or an intention to make any such preference, 
limitation, or discrimination in violation of 42 U.S.C. § 3604(c).

II. 	SUMMARY OF ALLEGATIONS IN SUPPORT OF THIS CHARGE  

Based on HUD's investigation of the allegations contained in the aforementioned 
complaint and Determination of Reasonable Cause, Respondent David Johnson is 
charged with discriminating against Complainant National Fair Housing Alliance, an 
aggrieved person, as defined by 42 U.S.C. § 3602(i), based on familial status in violation 
of 42 U.S.C. § 3604(c) of the Act as follows: 

It shall be unlawful to make, print, or publish, or cause to he made, printed or 
published any notice, statement, or advertisement, with respect to the sale or rental of 
a dwelling that indicates any preference, limitation, or discrimination based on race, 
color, religion, sex, handicap, familial status, or national origin, or an intention to 
make any such preference, limitation, or discrimination. 42 U.S.C. § 3604(c). See 

also 24 C.F.R. § 100.75. 
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
