SUSTAINABILITY PARTNERS AT WORK
Check out Buildingwell.org, a new resource for greening multi-family affordable housing. The site is a joint
venture of Local Initiatives Support Corporation's Green Development Center and New Ecology, Inc. and
caters to existing building rehabs on tight budgets. Go to the site to learn more.

Green Refinance Plus, a joint FHA and Fannie Mae program, helps owners of existing rental housing
properties refinance and lower their annual operating costs by reducing energy consumption. The program
includes funding for energy- and water- saving upgrades, along with other needed property renovations. FHA
and Fannie Mae will share the risk on loans to refinance rent-restricted projects, such as expiring mortgages of
Low Income Housing Tax Credit and other affordable properties. You can read the full press release here.

The Rural Policy Research Institute, Rural Futures Lab has published a paper called "Transitioning to
Renewable Energy: Development Opportunities and Concerns for Rural America."

Region Il programs have been awarded nearly $420,000 in additional Housing Counseling funds from the
unspent FY 2010 appropriation. This funding will be specifically targeted to help families keep their homes and
avoid mortgage scams.

The City of Philadelphia has been awarded two Brownfield Economic Development Initiative (BEDI) grants
totaling $4.25 million.

HUD has awarded more than $8.5 million in grants to Public Housing Agencies and FHA Multifamily Housing
Developments in Region lll. The funding includes: Approximately $6.6 million through the Resident
Opportunities and Self Sufficiency — Service Coordinators Program (ROSS-SC) Program and the Public
Housing — Family Self-Sufficiency Program (PH-FSS); and $1.9 million through the Multifamily Housing Service

Three national intermediary organizations have been awarded more than $49 million to help local community-
based developers produce or preserve affordable homes nationwide. Local Initiatives Support Corporation

Capacity Building for Community Development and Affordable Housing Program to develop and enhance the
capabilities of community development corporations (CDCs) and community housing development
organizations (CHDOs).

HUD has awarded nearly $11 million in grants to five Region Ill projects to protect children and families from
dangerous lead-based paint and other home health and safety hazards.
