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The Navajo Utah Commission will receive a Rural Housing and Economic Development 
grant in the amount of $400,000.  This support for innovative housing and economic 
development activities grant will be used in conjunction with buy-down assistance from 
four other agencies to assist the Tribe in purchasing 60 manufactured housing units for 
low-income tribal residents in southeast Utah.  Local and private resources have been 
leveraged in an amount of $1,152,778.  Partners for this Project include:  The Utah 
Housing Finance Agency, Utah Navajo Trust Fund, State of Utah Department of 
Community and Economic Development, Zions Bank, the Navajo Partnership for 
Housing, Inc., and the Navajo Utah Commission.
