The Northern Arapaho Tribe in Ethete, Wyoming will receive a Rural Housing and 
Economic Development grant in the amount of $150,000.  This capacity building grant 
will enable the tribal housing authority to form an independent non-profit organization to 
address impediments to affordable housing, model a new housing construction/rehab 
program and develop a job training program for the housing industry trades.  A total of 4 
jobs will be created, 25 persons trained, and 12 units of housing built/rehabbed as a result 
of this grant.  Local and private resources have been leveraged in an amount of $363,260.  
Partners for this Project include:   The Northern Arapaho Business Council, Northern 
Arapaho Tribal Housing, Arapaho Builders, AmeriCorp, Arapaho Employment and 
training and the State of Wyoming Riverton Job Service Center.
