Violence Against Women Act 
Implementation 

HUD issued a new form (50066) to be used by public 
housing residents and persons assisted under the 
Section 8 rental assistance programs to certify that 
they are victims of domestic violence, dating violence 
or stalking. 
 Under the provisions of the Violence Against Women 
Act (VAWA), delivery of a written certification on a 
HUD-approved form is one method by which a victim 
of domestic violence, dating violence, or stalking may 
invoke the protections contained in VAWA against 
termination of tenancy or rental assistance and certain 
other protections. Public housing agencies and 
Section 8 owners and managers should take 
immediate actions to implement VAWA pending HUD's 
issuance of regulations. 

CDBG Disaster Recovery Grants - 
Training 
Are you one of the eleven counties in Florida eligible for 
HUD Disaster Recovery funds? Please remember that 
CDBG Disaster Recovery Grants are administered by 
the State. 
It is important to check the Florida Department of 
Community Affairs website for deadlines, contacts, etc. 
Also, don’t miss the workshop organized by the state, 
scheduled for January 18, 2007 in Miami Beach. Topics 
include environmental review, procurement and several 
important topics on grant administration. See you there.

The 
Department of Housing and Urban Development will 
be providing training for local governments, housing 
authorities, businesses and low-income residents on 
the opportunities available under Section 3 of the 
Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968. For 
more information about the Section 3 training contact 
your local HUD office.

 Doubt,  Check  The  Regs 

Sometimes you just want to check for yourself; sometimes 
you need it to support a decision. Access to the Code of 
Federal Regulations governing the Section 8 and public 
housing programs (CFR parts 700-1007) is available on-
line, and it has an index to help you find what you are 
looking for. We are always here if you need clarification 
but at least you know where to begin. 

  

The Money Follows The Person 
On October 5, 2006, a letter from Secretary Alfonso 
Jackson was sent to all PHA Executive Directors 
introducing the Money Follows the Person 
Rebalancing Initiative of the Centers for Medicare and 
Medicaid Services (CMS). The Initiative intends to 
promote the transition of persons with disabilities and 
seniors out of institutional settings and into the 
community. Secretary Jackson’s letter encourages 
Public Housing Authorities to set local preferences to 
use public housing units, Housing Choice Vouchers 
and mainstream vouchers to join with state Medicaid 
offices and aging and disability agencies. 

Fiscal Year 2007 Notice Of 
Opportunity To Register Early 

To participate in the HUD grants program, you need to be 
registered with Grants.gov. To assist with the registration 
process, HUD has developed a document  on how to 
register. You then need to apply for grant opportunities. 
Please see the brochure to find all the details. 
 The Department has published this Early Registration 
Notice in October 2006 for potential applicants applying 
for funding under HUD's competitive grant programs 
available. This Notice provides information to help 
applicants better understand the electronic submission
