If the requirement is not met, HUD must make a finding of noncompliance.  All other questions (questions that do not contain the citation for the requirement) do not address requirements, but are included to assist the reviewer in understanding the participant's program more fully and/or to identify issues that, if not properly addressed, could result in deficient performance.  Negative conclusions to these questions may result in a "concern" being raised, but not a "finding."

Per the Federal Register Notices issued by the Department, CDBG disaster recovery state grantees are provided a waiver and alternative requirement that allows them to carry out activities directly or through a subrecipient.  An example of this language can be found at 75 FR 69097, published November 10, 2010 (applicable to Public Law 111-212 grantees).  Please see the Attachment 6-1, “Document Reference Tool,” to see which waivers and alternative requirements are applicable.

· A subrecipient applies directly to the state for funding to undertake activities.
	· The state uses a method of distribution (MOD) to award funds to local governments;

· The state gives flexibility to units of local government to design and implement their own programs; and

· The state releases the funds, but local governments are responsible for environmental reviews.


Some grantees may use a combination of the above: they may administer a portion of CDBG funds directly and distribute another portion through a MOD.

For purposes of monitoring CDBG disaster recovery grants awarded to states, this Exhibit should supplement Exhibit 3-17 or Exhibit 4-6—depending on how the monitored funds/activities are administered.

Generally, to monitor a disaster recovery grant, obtain copies of the appropriate Federal Register Notice(s) with the waivers and alternative requirements as referenced in the program participant’s Grant Agreement. Compare the Notice(s) to the appropriate CDBG monitoring Exhibits in Chapters 3 and 4 for the topic under review and mark “N/A” for any questions that do not apply based on the waivers or alternative requirements in the Notice.
