The Newark Housing Authority will receive $5,000,000 to construct a 28,000 square-feet, one-story

building on housing authority property. When completed, the facility will provide early childhood

education, adult education and job training.

The Northwest Georgia Housing Authority will receive $1,662,643 to construct a 10,500 square-feet,

one-story building at a site located across the street from an existing housing authority property in

Rome, GA. When completed, the facility will provide early childhood education, adult education and job

training. Partners identified include Georgia Northwestern Technical College, House of the Child

Academy, Polk County School System, Polk Family Connection and Redmond Regional Medical Center.
