HUD Awards More Than $38 Million to Fight Housing Discrimination

On October 15, 2014, HUD awarded $38.3 million to more than 100 fair housing organizations
and other non-profit agencies to address housing discrimination.

NEIGHBORHOOD REVITALIZATION INITIATIVE CORNER

Byrne Criminal Justice Innovation Program Awards $7 Million

On October 1%, the Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA) announced more than $7 million in Byrne
Criminal Justice Innovation awards to 17 communities impacted by persistent violent and serious
crime. BJA awarded 11 planning grants, new for fiscal year 2014, and 6 implementation grants.
One of the grants, targeting a Choice Neighborhood, was awarded to Denver and its Sun Valley
Partnership Project which will use the Byrne grant to increase community involvement in crime
prevention and reduction, increase community safety and decrease crime rates. BJA’s press and
the list of the fiscal year 2014 grants can be found here.

FUNDING OPPORTUNITIES

HUD Offers $24 Million to Help Public Housing Residents Secure Higher
Paying Jobs

HUD will be funding approximately $24 million for the Jobs-Plus Pilot program for Public
Housing Agencies to develop locally-based approaches to increase earnings and advance
employment outcomes for public housing residents. The place-based Jobs Plus Pilot program
offers targeted developments with various incentives and supports, including income disregards
for working families, employer linkages, job placement and counseling, educational
advancement, and financial counseling.

EPA Offers Technical Assistance to Implement Smart Growth Strategies
EPA is offering technical assistance through the Building Blocks for Sustainable Communities
program. Communities may apply for assistance for one or more of the following topics:
equitable development; infill development for distressed cities; bikeshare planning; sustainable
strategies for small cities and rural areas; and flood resilience for riverine and coastal
communities. If selected, the community will work with an EPA-supported team of experts
during a one-to-two-day workshop.

GRANTEE SPOTLIGHT

Newark Breaks Ground on Job Training & Recreation Center

On Sept 30™, the City of Newark, Newark Housing Authority, and New Jersey Economic
Development Authority (NJEDA) broke ground on a new community center in the South Ward.
The Training, Recreation and Education Center (TREC) will provide job training resources and
space for exercise and recreational activities. The center will be funded by $5 million from
HUD’s Capital Fund Education and Training Facilities Program, as well as an additional $4.8
million from NJEDA and other sources. The Newark Housing Authority plans to run the TREC
with their partners, and will provide services to both housing residents and low-and moderate-
income residents of the broader neighborhood. In 2012, Newark Housing Authority was
awarded a Choice Neighborhoods Planning Grant, and has been using that grant to build off of
plans for the TREC and other investments. For more information, click here.
