The Housing Authority of the City of Beaumont, Texas has been awarded a FY06 HOPE VI Revitalization grant in the amount of $20,000,000, which will enable the Housing Authority to revitalize
the Magnolia Gardens public housing development. Magnolia Gardens is comprised of 195 units, all of which will be demolished, and replaced with 149 units of public housing, 148 market rental
units and 46 affordable and 37 market rate homeownership units. Of these units, 158 will be on-site and 222 will be off-site on the former Fairgrounds site, less than a mile from Magnolia Gardens.
Community and Supportive Services (CSS) will also be provided to all impacted families. Programs will include case management, job readiness and training, employment placement and retention,
computer training, asset building, childcare and health services.
