Draft – Updated July 3, 2007

Table 2 lists general requirements or activities of a PHA associated with the Capital Fund Program and whether those requirements or activities (1) require prior HUD approval or (2) impose a submission or reporting requirement. 

Certain assumptions or conditions applicable to Table 1 include:

· The table excludes any “appeal” of an existing rule or requirement, which can require a PHA to submit supporting documentation for the appeal.

· The table attempts to identify only actions that require HUD approval or impose a submission requirement. For example, while PHAs are required to abide by Davis-Bacon requirements with respect to construction work, they are not required to obtain prior HUD approval to implement the Davis-Bacon requirements. 

· The table also assumes implementation of a streamlined Annual and Five Year Plans, consistent with proposed new template published for public comment on May 7, 2007 (http://www.hud.gov/offices/pih/programs/ph/am/). 

· The table is not applicable to PHAs whose Capital Fund program is on auto-review.

	Yes
	As part of submission of Annual/Five Year PHA Plans, required forms include:

3. HUD-50075.2, Capital Fund Program Five-Year Action Plan

	Replacement Housing Factor Fund Plan
	Yes
	Required to accumulate up to five years of first increment RHF funds and for receipt of second increment RHF funds.

	Emergency and Disaster Grant Plan for Use of Funds
	Yes
	Required for receipt of Emergency and Disaster grants.

	ACC Amendments (Annual Receipt of Capital Funding and Receipt of other apital fund grants)
	Yes
	In order to receive new/additional allocations of capital funds, signed/executed ACC amendments must be submitted to HUD in order for funds to be reserved for PHAs.

	Capital Fund Budget Revisions
	Yes
	Requires FO to change spread in LOCCS but no HUD approval and/or HUD review required if not “substantial deviation.” 

	Drawdown procedures
	No
	PHAs draw down their fund through e-LOCCS without need for prior HUD approval.

	LOCCs  Reporting -- Monthly Obligation and Expenditure Reports
	Yes
	PHAs required to report monthly in LOCCs – ALL capital funds are suspended if PHA fails to report within five days of required date.

	CFFP – Quarterly Obligation Reporting
	Yes
	Required only if the PHA has a CFFP.  Necessary in order to reconcile with debt service schedule of payments.

	PIC/Building and Unit Module
	Yes
	PHA must electronically maintain its building and unit data in PIC in order to receive correct capital funding. 

	PIC Data Certification 
	Yes
	New this year, PHA must certify that their PIC data is correct prior to receipt of capital funds for the fiscal year.

	Pre-Audit and Close-out Report  (Modernization Cost Certificate)
	Yes
	The Modernization Cost Certificate is the financial statement required for the IPA to perform audit. The certificate is sent to the FO for approval.

	Davis-Bacon
	No
	PHAs are required to comply with Davis-Bacon; however, no prior approval from HUD required in order  to administer. 

	Procurement of contractors/vendors
	Limited
	If a PHA self-certifies as to its procurement practices meeting HUD requirements, and if it operates under the new ACC, only certain “special” procurements require HUD approval (e.g., litigation exceeding $100,000, contracts that exceed five years, and energy performance contracts).
