To get started, download the appropriate Tool (Full Accrual or Modified Accrual) from the FASS-PH website by saving the Tool to your hard drive. Do not click the “Open” button.  Clicking the “Open” button will result in a slow or unsuccessful download.  The save button is shown below.

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To standardize naming conventions, please name the Tool using the PHA code and fiscal year end of the submission being completed.  For Example: PHA AL005 with a fiscal year end of 6/30/2008 would be named “AL005_06-30-2008.xls.”  While completing the submission, remember to save often. 

Important Notes:

· When opening the FDS Excel Tool, please enable macros (instructions are detailed below)

· Section 8 only users should not fill out project (property)financial data for the Income Statement or the Balance Sheet

· The tool may take time to load, please be patient

· If you need a CFDA number / program number to add or delete a program, a comprehensive list is provided in Appendix A

· All fields denoted by an asterisk on the welcome page must be completed

· If the FDS Tool is not properly closed such as in the event of a computer system crash or computer “lock-up”, the Excel application may not have full functionality.  In the event, the tool is not closed properly, simply re-open the tool and close it to gain using the tool bar menu “file close” or click the red “X”.    
Please follow the instructions below to enable macros:
When opening the FDS Tool in Excel, click the Enable Macros button when prompted about macros.

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	Warning: The FDS Excel Tool will not function properly without enabled macros.


If asked for a password when opening the Excel Tool, this indicates that the Excel security settings are set too high.  The Excel security settings need to be changed temporarily:  

1. Open Excel BEFORE opening the FDS Excel Tool, (Start Menu -> All Programs -> Microsoft Excel).

2. Use the following menu path: Tools -> Macros -> Security.  Change the security level to Medium or Lower.

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3. Click on the Tools menu again and follow the path: Tools -> Options -> Calculation: If the calculation is set to ‘Manual’, change the ‘Calculation’ to ‘Automatic’ and click ‘OK’. 

The following section details how to create an FDS submission using the FDS excel tool.  
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The “Welcome Page” tab is the first page of the FDS Tool (excel version).  The buttons on the left side are action buttons.  The right side contains entry fields
For further explanation on how to complete this page and the rest of the FDS tool follow the numbered steps below. 
Step 1.  Click the button on the left titled “Select PHA” and the screen below will appear.
Step 2.  From the pop-up box, first select the appropriate State/Territory from the drop down menu.  Then select your PHA from the second drop down menu.

Step 3.  Click “OK.” (The Tool may take time to load, please be patient) 
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Notice how the FDS Tool populates PHA Code, PHA Name, and State/Territory.  (Note that AL005 was selected as an example). 
Step 4.  Select Asset Management Type from the drop down menu. The drop down menu appears in the screen below. 
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Step 5.  Select the Submission Type from the drop down menu and do the same for the Fiscal Year End. The submission type drop down menu appears in the screen below. 
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Step 6.  Enter the submitter’s email address and the executive director’s email address in the boxes provided. The boxes can be seen in the screen below.  This step is mandatory in order to receive conditionally acceptance or rejection comments. 
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The tool will be pre-populated depending on the PHA selected with the projects and programs from the last submission received/submitted.  If you need to add or delete a project or program, further directions will be detailed in Section B at the end of this user guide.

Step 7.  Click on the “Level 3 – Project Balance Sheet” tab at the bottom of the screen and the screen below will appear.
Step 8.  Enter balance sheet information for each project. Entry on this tab is only required  if the user has Low Rent and Capital Fund Projects. All other programs will be entered on the “Level 3-Program Financials” tab. 
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Note:  Please refer to the color key at the top of the screen for information regarding shaded cells. Refer to the color key example below. 
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Step 9.  After completing the project balance sheet information, click the “Level 3 – Project Inc Statement” tab at the bottom of the sheet and the screen below will appear.
Step 10. Enter project income statement information. Entry on this tab is only required if the user has Low Rent and Capital Fund Projects. All other programs will be entered on the “Level 3-Program Financials” tab. 
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Step 11.  After completing the project income statement information, click the “Level 3 – COCC Financial Data” tab at the bottom of the sheet and the screen below will appear.   
Step 12.  Enter the Central Office Cost Center (COCC) balance sheet and income statement information, if applicable.  PHAs without a COCC can skip this tab.
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Step 13. After completing all COCC financial data, click the “Level 3 – Program Financials” tab at the bottom of the page and the screen below will appear. 
Step 14.  Enter program balance sheet and income statement information.  Entry on this tab is only required if the user has any program other than Low Rent of Capital Fund. 

If you need to add or delete a project or program, further directions will be detailed in Section II of this user guide. 
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Step 15.  After reviewing the total projects tab, click on the “Level 1 – PHA Financial Data” tab and the screen below will appear. 
Step 16.  Enter elimination data, if applicable. 
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Step 17.  After you have completed your elimination entries and reviewed your entity wide totals, click on the “Validation Sheet” tab and the screen below will appear. 

The ‘Validation Sheet” tab contains a validation tool in which you can compare the information entered into the FDS Tool with selected source summary financial data from your financial statements.  The ‘Validation Sheet’ is optional and is intended for you to compare the information you entered into the tool to your Financial Statements.  
Step 18.  After you enter your source financial data totals, click the validate button at the bottom of the page.  Notice the “PASS” and “FAIL” in column “E” of the tool.  “PASS” indicates that FDS agrees to financial statements and “FAIL” indicates that they do not.
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Step 19.  After you have validated your financial information, click the “Data Collection Form” tab at the bottom of the page and the screen below will appear. 
Step 20.  Enter Data Collection Form information.
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Please note that line G4100-03 is a calculated cell, values for each program must be entered in the space provided below the line item. Entry cells for this line are shown in the screen below. 
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Congratulations! You have successfully completed the FDS Tool submission. Please attach the submission to the comments link in the FASS-PH secure system. 
Section II: Add or Remove a Program or Project
The following section details how to add and remove a project or program. 
Follow the steps below to add a project: 
Step 1.  To add a project not list on the “Level 3 – Project Balance Sheet” tab, click on the “Add Project” button and the screen below will appear.
Step 2.  Type in the project number, the project number must be a valid project in the PIH Information Center or the number will not be recognized by the tool. 

Step 3.  Click on the “Add Project” button within the pop-up box. 

Notice that the project you have added will now appear on all project related tabs.

Follow the steps below to remove a project: 

Step 1.  To remove a project listed on the “Level 3 – Project Balance Sheet” tab, click on the “Remove Project” button and the screen below will appear.

Step 2.  Select the project number from the drop-down list. 

Step 3.  Click on the “Remove Project” button within the pop-up box. 

Notice that the project you have removed will not appear on any project related tabs. 
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Follow the steps below to add a program: 
Step 1.  To add a program not listed on the “Level 3 – Program Financials” tab, click on the “Add Program” button and the screen below will appear.

Step 2.  There are three ways to add a program:

·  If the program is an existing program click the “Select Program from list” and select the appropriate program from the drop down menu, and then click the “Add Program” button in the pop-up box. A list of the programs can be found in Appendix A.
· If the program is not listed in the drop down menu above, click the “Add Unlisted Program” and enter the appropriate Program Number and Program Name, and then click the “Add Program” button in the pop-up box. 

· To add a Mod Rehab project, click on the “Mod Rehab Program” and select the appropriate Program Number from the drop down menu and enter the appropriate project name, and then click the “Add Program” button in the pop-up box. The user may add multiple Mod Rehab projects. 
Notice that the program you added now appears on all program related tabs.
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Follow the steps below to remove a program: 

Step 1.  To remove a program listed on the “Level 3 – Program Financials” tab, click on the “Remove Program” button and the screen below will appear.

Step 2.  Select the CFDA number of the program you would like to remove from the drop-down list.
Step 3.  Click on the “Remove Program” button within the pop-up box. 

Notice that the program you have removed will not appear on any program related tabs. 
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Section III: Reset Tool 

The following section details how to reset the tool.  The user may need to reset the tool if an incorrect PHA is accidentally selected or if a user such as a fee accountant wishes to use the tool to complete multiple FDS submissions for different PHAs.  To reset the tool follow the steps below. 
Step 1.  Click the Welcome Tab at the bottom of the screen.
Step 2.  Click the “Reset PHA Tool” button, the screen shown below will appear.
Step 3.  Click the “Yes” button on the pop-up. 
Notice that the tool has been reset back to the default options. To complete an FDS submission choose a PHA and start from the beginning of this guide.
