TO:  ALL FHA-APPROVED MULTIFAMILY MORTGAGEES

SUBJECT:  Reauthorization of National Flood Insurance Program


Mortgagee Letter 2002-24, dated December 27, 2002, informed all multifamily mortgagees, including Housing Finance Agencies under the Risk-Sharing Program Section 542(c) and Government Sponsored Enterprises under the Risk-Sharing Program Section 542(b), that the authorization for the National Flood Insurance Program would expire on December 31, 2002.  This Mortgagee Letter is to inform the same mortgagees that on January 13, 2003, the President signed Public Law 108-3, which extends authorization for the National Flood Insurance  Program until December 31, 2003.  The law provides that it shall be considered to have taken effect December 31, 2002.  This Mortgagee Letter confirms an e-mail sent to the Multifamily Hubs and Program Centers on January 15, 2003.


Accordingly, Mortgagee Letter 2002-24 is cancelled.
