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On February 4, 2013, U.S. federal agencies unveiled Advancing Healthy Housing – A Strategy for Action.  The Strategy encourages federal agencies and their partners in state and local governments, in non-profit organizations, and in the private sector to take actions that will result in fewer American homes having health and safety hazards.

Health is not just about the quality of your health care, it’s also about where you live and the home you live in. It is estimated that over 30 million U.S. homes and apartments have significant physical problems and/or elevated levels of lead, radon, or other contaminants, placing occupants at risk for potential illnesses and injuries. 

The time is right for the Strategy for Action to guide federal action, which will in turn influence state and local governments, and private and non-government organizations to work together to eliminate these avoidable problems in American homes and help keep Americans safe and healthy.
