Policy Guidance
· In upcoming revision of HCV Guidebook (or otherwise), clarify
or encourage:
– Payment standard flexibility (including use of SAFMRs as basis of exception
requests)
– Flexibility on extending housing search period (“voucher term”)
– Ongoing advice to participants about moving options
– Landlord list must include listings in high-opportunity areas (AFFH)
– Use of HCV funds for last month’s rent (and administrative fees for security
deposits)
– Benefits of siting PBVs in high-opportunity areas
– Use of regional waiting lists
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Policy Guidance - 2
· RAD “choice-mobility” option will begin to take effect end of
2014. Opportunity for HUD to issue comprehensive guidance
on how to make the option most effective at promoting
mobility to high-opportunity areas.
· Require all MTW PHAs to include initiative[s] to expand choice,
one of three statutory purposes.
· Clarify meaning of obligation not to discriminate against
voucher holders in LIHTC and HOME units.
