Listing of HUD Federal Interagency Youth Initiatives and Affiliations

The following list represents various HUD interagency youth initiatives and HUD partnerships
with the overall goal of improving outcomes for youth and ensuring at risk youth successfully
transition to adulthood. Each listing provides links to more information, tools, and resources.

1. Interagency Working Group on Youth Programs (IWGYP) - The IWGYP consist of 12
federal agencies that administer youth programs and seeks to promote achievement of at-
risk youth through collaboration, the disseminating of information, developing an
overarching strategic plan for federal youth policy, and producing a federal website to
promote effective community-based efforts.

2. National Forum on Youth Violence Prevention (the “Forum”) —The Forum allows
participating localities to share challenges and promising strategies with each other and to
explore how federal agencies can better support local efforts to reduce youth violence.

3. Coordinating Council on Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (Council) — The
Council coordinates federal juvenile delinquency prevention programs, federal programs

and activities that detain or care for unaccompanied juveniles, and federal programs
relating to missing and exploited children.

4. Interagency Reentry Workgroup/Juvenile Reentry — The workgroup is comprised of 12
federal agencies with the intent of coordinating and identifying policy and programmatic
areas to enhance efforts surrounding reentry.

5. Children of Incarcerated Parents (COIP) — Led by the Dept. of Justice’s Reentry
Council, COIP agencies are putting strategies in place to ensure that children of
incarcerated parents’ are not negatively impacted by their parent’s incarceration.

6. My Brother’s Keeper — The Obama administration joined with philanthropy and the
private sector to launch My Brother’s Keeper to address persistent opportunity gaps faced
by boys and young men of color using proven tools.

7. Interagency Forum on Disconnected Youth — A federal interagency effort that focuses
on coordinating state/local resources to improve outcomes for youth who are not in school,
not working, and/or disconnected from society in general.

8. HUD/HHS/Dept. of Labor Youth Summer Employment Effort — A formal interagency
partnership to promote hiring young people living in HUD-assisted households and
encourages the use of CDBG funding to support summer employment.

9. HUD/USDA Partnership to Promote Summer Meals Program and Year Round Food
and Nutritional Programs — Partnership provides school-age children living in HUD-
assisted households with access to nutritional meals beyond the school year and school
hours.

10. HUD/Greatschools — A HUD partnership with GreatSchools, a national non-profit to
provide parents with the tools and resources they need to choose the right school for their
child.

11. HUD/FirstBook — A HUD partnership with FirstBook provides free or low cost brand new
books to low income families with school-age children.

12. HUD/ABCmouse.com — A HUD partnership with ABCmouse.com, the leading and most
comprehensive online curriculum for young learners, helps children ages 2-7 build a strong
foundation for future academic success.

Case Study on How to Open a Worker-Owned Grocery in the Inner City

In this case study, the Cincinnati Union Cooperative Initiative (CUCI) demonstrates how to
successfully launch a worker-owned grocery and re-introduce access to healthy, affordable foods
within an underserved community while proving well-paying positions with benefits.

GRANTEE SPOTLIGHT

The Shreveport Choice Neighborhood consists of two connected inner-city neighborhoods,
Allendale and Ledbetter Heights, marked by urban decay, severe poverty, high crime, and
unemployment. To address these challenges and create a vibrant neighborhood, the Shreveport
Choice Neighborhoods Team is converting their Choice Neighborhoods Transformation Plan
into action and achieving progress on multiple fronts.

To lead these efforts, the City has hired an Implementation Coordinator and the Mayor
designated a Community Advisory Board of residents, business owners, community
representatives, and non-profits to regularly assess implementation efforts.

New housing development is in progress: Phase | construction for 40 mixed-income garden-
style apartments is expected to be completed soon; 200 vacant and adjudicated properties have
been acquired; partial funding has been secured to develop an additional 200 housing units, a
: park, and botanical garden; and
the City has received a $1.2
| million EDA grant and a $5
. million matching grant to develop
Millennium Studios housing.

Neighborhood improvements are
also well underway. Funding was
secured to restore  several
attractions and historical
landmarks, including the Civil
Rights Museum, the Municipal Auditorium of Louisiana Hayride, and the esplanade. A public
transportation facility will open in 2016. Plans for a much needed grocery store are coming to
fruition. Additionally, a place-making initiative has begun to secure funding for a newly
designed park, street improvements, and a bike path.

Meanwhile, to improve education outcomes, the Community Foundation of North Louisiana
kicked off a collective impact initiative focused on improving a neighborhood elementary
school. The foundation, other partners, and the National Communities-In-Schools organization
have also targeted the elementary school and high school to launch Communities in Schools—a
national, highly effective model for preventing dropout and raising academic achievement.
