On January 16", HUD Secretary Julian Castro announced a new round of Choice Neighborhoods
Planning Grants. After a highly competitive process with over 50 applicants, targeted federal
investments of up to $500,000 were awarded to neighborhoods in: Flint, MI; Gary, IN;
Louisville, KY; Mobile, AL; North Las Vegas, NV; and St. Louis, MO. These awards will help
grantees craft comprehensive, locally-driven plans to revitalize and transform distressed
neighborhoods.

Promise Neighborhoods Training and Technical Assistance Center

The Promise Neighborhoods Training and Technical Assistance Center is now live. The site is
designed for Promise Neighborhoods grantees and any community that is interested in improving
cradle-to-career education results for its children. The site offers a toolbox, including evidence-
based solutions to reach education goals; best practices in data use, partnerships, finance, and
other capacity-building topics; and webinars.

Second Round of Promise Zones Competition Applicants

This spring, at least eight new communities will be designated as Promise Zones. Out of the 123
applications received, HUD intends to designate six urban communities, including one
small/medium Metro CBSA. The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) intends to designate
at least one rural community and at least one tribal community. View the list of applicants here.

FUNDING OPPORTUNITIES

Community Economic Development Grants: Jobs and Business Development
The U.S. Department of Health and Human Services will award up to $17.7 million in
Community Economic Development grants to Community Development Corporations to
enhance job creation and business development for low-income individuals. The deadline to
apply is April 24, 2015.

Community Economic Development Grants: Food Deserts

The U.S. Department of Health and Human Services is awarding up to $9.5 million in grants to
Community Development Corporations for community-based efforts to improve the economic
and physical health of people in areas designated as food deserts.

ArtPlace Announces New Grant

ArtPlace America has launched a one-time grant program which will provide up to $3 million
each to six non-governmental organizations that are interested in sustainably incorporating arts
and cultural strategies into the organization’s work.

GRANTEE SPOTLIGHT

In the Philadelphia Choice Neighborhood of Sharswood/Blumberg, an innovative model is being
used to engage and strengthen the community. As part of the FY 2013 Choice Neighborhoods
Planning Grant, The Enterprise Center CDC will provide their Community Leaders Program for
up to fifty community members and other stakeholders, who will serve on the Choice
Neighborhoods Transformation Plan Advisory Committee and task forces.

The Community Leaders Program focuses on building the capacity of community members to
invest in and be part of the transformation in their neighborhood. Over a nine-month period,
community residents and other stakeholders will be trained to conduct surveys, provide
connections to social services, engage in public education campaigns, and develop new
initiatives to improve their neighborhood. In order to graduate from the program, participants
also plan and implement a service project, which will be coordinated with the Choice
Neighborhood “doing while planning” initiative. HUD has recently selected The Enterprise
Center CDC’s Community Leaders Program as one of 26 Innovation of the Day Finalists out of
260 nominees.
