1. In the wake of Hurricane Sandy, below is some information from FEMA regarding being 
prepared for winter storms.  For more information, visit FEMA.gov. 
 

 Follow the direction of local officials -- If told to evacuate, do so immediately. 

 Know the forecast in your area -- Continue to monitor your NOAA Weather 
Radio and your local news for severe weather updates, warnings and watches. 
Follow your forecast at weather.gov on your computer 
or mobile.weather.gov on your phone. 

 Turn around, don't drown -- The potential for heavy rains can also lead to 
flooding, or flash flooding in some areas. Driving through a flooded area can be 
extremely hazardous. 

 Make final preparations -- If you're further inland, now is the time to make final 
preparations. Visit ready.gov and be ready for power outages and stock up on 
emergency supplies of food, water, medications, and other supplies. 

 Check on your neighbor -- Make sure they're ready, too. 

 Finding shelters -- Download the Red Cross Hurricane app (redcross.org/mobile-
apps/hurricane-app), visit redcross.org/find-help/shelter, or check your local 
media outlets. You should also register on redcross.org/safeandwell, a secure 
and easy-to-use online tool that helps families connect during emergencies. 
Finally, you can download the FEMA smartphone app (fema.gov/smartphone-
app) or text SHELTER and your Zip Code to 43362 (4FEMA). Standard rates apply. 

 Donate blood -- If you don't live in an affected area, please consider donating 
blood, because numerous blood drives have been canceled as a result of the 
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storm. To schedule a blood donation or for more information about giving blood 
or platelets, visit redcrossblood.org or call 1-800-RED CROSS (1-800-733-2767).

A PROCLAMATION 

 
 
 As the first people to live on the land we all cherish, 
American Indians and Alaska Natives have profoundly shaped our 
country's character and our cultural heritage.  Today, Native 
Americans are leaders in every aspect of our society -- from the 
classroom, to the boardroom, to the battlefield.  This month, we 
celebrate and honor the many ways American Indians and Alaska 
Natives have enriched our Nation, and we renew our commitment 
to respecting each tribe's identity while ensuring equal 
opportunity to pursue the American dream. 
 
 In paying tribute to Native American achievements, we must 
also acknowledge the parts of our shared history that have been 
marred by violence and tragic mistreatment.  For centuries, 
Native Americans faced cruelty, injustice, and broken promises.  
As we work together to forge a brighter future, we cannot 
shy away from the difficult aspects of our past.  That is 
why, in 2009, I signed a bipartisan resolution that finally 
recognized the sad and painful chapters in our shared history.  
My Administration remains dedicated to writing a new chapter 
in that history by strengthening our government-to-government 
relationship with tribal nations while enhancing tribal 
sovereignty and tribal self-determination. 
 
 Because we know that the best ideas for tribal nations come 
from within, my Administration has continued to engage tribal 
leaders in developing an agenda that respects their expertise 
on matters affecting American Indians and Alaska Natives.  
In collaboration with tribal nations, we are making critical 
investments to improve health and education services, create 
jobs, and strengthen tribal economies.  In July, I was proud 
to sign the Helping Expedite and Advance Responsible Tribal 
Homeownership (HEARTH) Act into law, which will enhance tribal 
control over the leasing of Indian lands.  Last December, I 
signed an Executive Order to expand educational opportunities 
for Native American students.  It aims to preserve Native 
languages, cultures, and histories while offering a competitive 
education that prepares young people to succeed in college and 
careers.  And under the Tribal Law and Order Act and the Safe 
Indian Communities initiative, we are continuing to work with 
tribes to build safer communities.  My Administration also 
supports the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of 
Indigenous Peoples. 
 
 Many longstanding Native American legal claims against the 
United States have been resolved, which will help accelerate the  
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restoration of trust in our relationships with tribal nations.  
The settlements that came out of these claims -- including the 
historic Cobell and Keepseagle settlements, as well as more than 
50 settlements in cases alleging Federal mismanagement of tribal 
trust funds and resources -- will put an end to decades of 
litigation and help drive economic development in tribal 
communities in the years to come. 
 
 In partnership with tribal nations, my Administration has 
addressed injustices and built new avenues of opportunity for 
American Indians and Alaska Natives.  As we celebrate National 
Native American Heritage Month, let us move forward in the 
spirit of mutual understanding and mutual trust, confident that 
our challenges can be met and that our shared future is bright. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, I, BARACK OBAMA, President of the 
United States of America, by virtue of the authority vested in 
me by the Constitution and the laws of the United States, do 
hereby proclaim November 2012 as National Native American 
Heritage Month.  I call upon all Americans to commemorate this 
month with appropriate programs and activities, and to celebrate 
November 23, 2012, as Native American Heritage Day. 
 
 IN WITNESS WHEREOF, I have hereunto set my hand this  
first day of November, in the year of our Lord 
two thousand twelve, and of the Independence of the 
United States of America the two hundred and thirty-seventh.

Overview
Under the Native American Housing Assistance and Self-Determination Act of 1996 (NAHASDA) (25 U.S.C. 
4101 et seq.), HUD provides grants, loan guarantees, and technical assistance to Indian tribes and Alaska 
Native villages for the development and operation of low-income housing in Indian areas. Grants are made 
to eligible recipients under the Indian Housing Block Grant (IHBG) program. Grantees receiving funds under 
this program are responsible for meeting the requirements of NAHASDA and its implementing regulations.

Training 
Learn the ins and outs of environmental review! This 3-day training will offer IHBG Grantees the skills to 
successfully carry out an environmental review. Training will include detailed instructions on meeting the 
legislative and regulatory requirements of environmental review, assistance in devising standard procedures 
for conducting and documenting an environmental review, specific instruction for carrying out environmen-
tal review responsibilities, levels of environmental review, and key steps in the environmental review 
process. As we answer questions common to the environmental review process, tribes will be encouraged to 
share advice and best practices, to help you avoid common pitfalls!

NAIHC Leadership Institute Development Management Certification 
The National American Indian Housing Council (NAIHC), in cooperation with the Office of Native 
American Programs (ONAP), will offer students the option to take an examination for Leadership Institute 
credit after completing the ONAP sponsored Environmental Review trainings below. Students who receive a 
passing score will earn credit under NAIHC’s Leadership Institute Development Management Certification 
Track and will be issued a certificate of completion.

D4–Sustainable Communities: Rural Perspective, Ef-
fective Strategies and Tools
‘Sustainable communities’ has as much meaning for rural and tribal commu-
nities as it does in urban and suburban areas.

Overview
Under the Native American Housing Assistance and Self-Determination Act of 1996 (NAHASDA) (25 U.S.C. 
4101 et seq.), HUD provides grants, loan guarantees, and technical assistance to Indian tribes and Alaska 
Native villages for the development and operation of low-income housing in Indian areas. Grants are 
made to eligible recipients under the Indian Housing Block Grant (IHBG) program. To be eligible for the 
grants, recipients must submit an IHP that meets the minimum requirements of the Act.
                                                                           
Effective in Fiscal Year 2012 recipients are now required to submit the IHP to HUD at least 75 days prior 
to the start of their 12-month program year. The APR is due no later than 90 days after the end of the 
recipient’s program year. The IHP and the APR (previously two separate forms) is now combined into one 
form. The new form was required starting July 18, 2011 as follows:

She provided these useful tips 
that are easy for anyone to use: 
 

Control your thermostat – set 

it between 65 and 68 degrees 
in the daytime.  Set it back to 

60 degrees at night. 

Reduce drafts and air leaks – 
install rope caulk, door sweeps, 

and weather-stripping 

Set water heater to 120 de-
grees 

Control the flow of your wa-

ter – install low-flow shower-

heads and sink aerators, fix 
leaky faucets and water pipes 

Change your furnace filter 

regularly 

Set refrigerator temperature 
between 36 and 40 degrees 

Turn off lights when not in use;  

use compact fluorescent bulbs 
in high use areas 

Keep the range-top burners 

and reflectors clean 

Consider using a microwave 
oven for small meals 

Wash laundry in cold water 
when possible 

Double spin laundry to use less 

drier time 

Keep the drier lint filter free of 
lint after each load

Fiber optic trees and decora-
tions are the ultimate in energy 

efficiency. In most cases, they 
use a single light bulb located in

It’s not easy to tell by looking 

at the outside if a house can be 
weatherized, unless the answer 

is ―no‖ because the house is 
visibly in severe disrepair. De-

termining if a house is eligible 
for weatherization requires an 

audit by an experienced quali-
fied professional.  The audit will 

indicate what weatherization 
and air sealing measures are 

needed, what health and safety 
measures are required, and 

what repairs must be made 
before installing weatherization 

measures.  The Low-Income 
Weatherization Assistance 

Program isn’t a repair program 
and doesn’t include funding for 

anything except small repairs 
required for protection of the 

weatherization measures.  A 
house in need of repair must 

be deferred until repairs are 
made.  

  
Tribal Weatherization pro-

grams coordinate with their 
housing departments to get the 

repairs completed.  Local 
agency programs may coordi-
nate with tribal housing depart-

ments to repair houses for 
tribal members before the local 

agency does the weatheriza-
tion.  

 
Tribal Low-Income Weath-
erization programs 

Commerce provides funding 
for four tribal weatherization 

programs through performance 

based contracts and an RFP 
process.  Tribal proposals are 

selected based on capacity to 
administer the program, num-

ber of housing units, and geo-
graphic location which may 

make it difficult to be served by 
local agencies.  The tribes es-

tablishing successful weatheri-
zation programs have been 

willing to invest time and pa-
tience to learn building sciences 

unique to weatherization as 
well as additional funding to 

support the program.  They’ve 
dedicated attention to the man-

agement and administration of 
the program.  A key factor in 

their successes is that these 
tribes have developed their 

own program thoroughly be-
fore reaching out to others. 

Tribes have a unique opportu-
nity to impact the housing on 

their reservations by incorpo-
rating weatherization sciences 

into their housing repair and 
new construction programs.   
 

The sustainable tribal low-
income weatherization pro-

grams funded through Com-
merce are the Yakama Nation 

Housing Authority Weatheriza-
tion Program, the Spokane 

Indian Housing Authority 
Weatherization Program, the 

Makah Tribal Housing Depart-
ment Weatherization Program 

and the South Puget Intertribal 

Planning Agency (SPIPA) 

Weatherization Program.  Each 
of these tribes has a unique 

community, climate, and hous-
ing needs.  Please contact them 

for their stories about the chal-

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Manufactured housing accounts for a 

considerable subset of the affordable 
housing market in the United States 

at a time when millions of Americans 
are in search of practical alternatives 

to high-cost homes. Over 17.5 million 
Americans live in manufactured hous-

ing. In response to these challenges, 
CFED engages and connects strong 

nonprofit, private and public partners 
across the country, supports two 

national social ventures to create 
scalable solutions to these market 

gaps and develops strategies to shape 
related local, state and national poli-

cies.  

The I’M HOME Approach  

Since 2005, CFED and a select group 
of national partners including the 

Ford Foundation, ROC USA®, Next 
Step®, NeighborWorks® America, 

NCB Capital Impact, and Fannie Mae 
have worked to unlock manufactured 

housing’s potential through the Inno-
vations in Manufactured Homes (I’M 

HOME) initiative. The goal is to trans-
form manufactured homes into valu-

able family assets offering the oppor-
tunity to build equity and achieve 

economic security. The basic hy-
pothesis underlying I'M HOME is that 
holistic improvements across four 

strategic areas will enable owners of 
manufactured homes to take advan-

tage of factory-built housing’s afforda-
bility while also having the opportu-

nity to build wealth in a way that 
more closely resembles the experi-

ence of owners of site-built housing. 

The four goals are: 

  To build new high-quality manufactured 

homes and replace outdated homes 

  To address the challenges facing resi-

dents in manufactured housing park com-
munities 

  To advocate for public policies that 

help owners of manufactured homes 

  To facilitate, develop and provide ac-

cess to fair and responsibly-priced mort-

gage financing 
 

Of particular interest to Tribes is the 
focus on weatherization and home re-

placement work that I’M HOME has fo-
cused on through research and partner-

ships that provide best practices on tried 
and true techniques and innovations. 
 

With an increased focus on training in 

manufactured home weatherization tech-
niques, the New Hampshire Community 

Action Agency weatherization crews were 
able to reduce the man hours spent to 

weatherize homes by 20%.  The result was 
a cost savings for the program and a cost 

savings to the families of approximately 
$1,250 in electricity and heating costs per 

year. This is just one of many examples of 

best practices highlighted by I’m HOME.

Introducing Innovations in Manufactured Homes 
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Did You Know?   Mobile homes built before 1976 consume 1.5 to 2 times 

more energy than a site-built home. Why? 

 Low thermal mass (thin and poorly insulated floors, walls, and ceilings). 

 Conductive materials (metal window and door frames). 

 Large open areas and penetrations in the floor system. 

 High surface-to-floor area ratio. 

 Poor duct design, components, and installation. 

―High surface-to-floor area ratio‖ means that all sides of a mobile home 

are exposed to ambient conditions. 

 

Site-built homes have basements, slabs, or crawl spaces to buffer them 
from the elements. 

As a result of the American Recovery and 

Reinvestment Act, key financial revenue for 
many states and municipalities resulted in a 

greater focus on addressing the need to 
reduce energy consumption and increase 

green jobs.  This in turn resulted in the 
weatherization of homes for families who 

end up paying more for utility costs than 
they do for rent with new attention given to 

weatherizing mobile homes. 
 

The Weatherization Assistance Program 

Technical Assistance Center has step-by-step 
training modules on how best to weatherize 

mobile homes that can be found at: 
www.waptac.org.  These in depth modules 

address the challenges, cost factors, and 
innovative approaches that crews can utilize 

in their every day work.   
 

You Tube also has a number of Mobile 
Home Weatherization Training videos that 

walk crew members through the process to 
determine duct leaks, insulation of sidewalls, 

and roof, along with ventilating the home for 

good air intake. 
 

This particular video located at  http://
www.youtube.com/watch?v=Rk-kobUMpfY 

captures a training course in Michigan that 
focused on increasing the energy efficiency 

of the mobile home.  
 

While there may be some upfront costs 

involved in getting a mobile home weatheri-
zation program off the ground, the energy 
savings and improved health outcomes for 

families make it a great investment in families 

and communities.
