          Regarding the Location Analysis for Section 202 and

          Section 811 Projects

          This Notice corrects Handbook 4571.3  REV-1, Supportive

     Housing for the Elderly and Handbook 4571.2 , Supportive

     Housing for Persons with Disabilities for the location

     analysis as it relates to flooding.  Specifically,

     Paragraphs 3-15E.5.a. and c. in Handbook 4571.3 REV-1 shall

     read:

          a.   For new construction projects only - The elevation

               of the structure and the lowest finished floor

               (including basements) must be at or above the base

               flood elevation (100 year floodplain);

          c.   For new construction projects only - Prior to

               approval for occupancy, a Letter of Map Amendment

               or Letter of Map Revision (whichever is

               applicable) must be secured from FEMA indicating

               the structure is at or above the base flood

               elevation (100 year floodplain), thereby removing

               the requirement for the project to continue

               maintaining flood insurance.  However, the

               Department strongly encourages the Owner to

               maintain flood insurance which will be at a

               reduced rate.

     Paragraph 3-27E.5.a. and c. in Handbook 4571.2 shall read:

          a.   For new construction projects only - The elevation

               of the structure and the lowest finished floor

               (including basements) must be at or above the base

               flood elevation (100 year floodplain).  If the

               project is an ICF in the 500 year floodplain, the

               site approval must include the following

               requirements of the Owner:
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               (1)  Preparation of and participation in an early

                    warning system;

               (2)  An emergency evacuation and relocation plan;

               (3)  Identification of evacuation route(s) out of

                    the 500 year floodplain; and

               (4)  Identification marks of past or estimated

                    flood levels on all structures (24 CFR Part

                    55).

          c.   For new construction projects only - Prior to

               approval for occupancy, a Letter of Map Amendment

               or Letter of Map Revision (whichever is

               applicable) must be secured from FEMA indicating

               the structure is at or above the base flood

               elevation (100 year floodplain), thereby removing

               the requirement for the project to continue

               maintaining flood insurance.  However, the

               Department strongly encourages the Owner to

               maintain flood insurance which will be at a

               reduced rate.
