  With creative financing 

through HUD, MSHDA, LISC, 

the City of Flint and the Gen-

esee County Land Bank Au-

thority, Community First, 

Inc., a Flint nonprofit commu-

nity development corpora-

tion was able to provide the 

first  Section 202 project ever 

built in the City of Flint.  In 

fact, it is the first new afforda-

ble multifamily housing of 

any type in approximately 14 

years.   

  The construction was com-

pleted by a local Section 3 

certified contractor.  The renovation succeed-

ed in retaining the historic integrity of the 

building  and is also certified by Enterprise 

Green Communities.  The building possesses 

many key green and energy efficient features, 

including: 

  Energy Star appliances 

  LED Lighting throughout 

  Use of Native plantings in Landscaping 

  On site recycling services 

   The adaptive reuse of this historic building is 

a prime example in supporting HUD’s mission 

of increasing the health of the nation’s housing 

View inside an apartment living room.

On October 29th HUD staff Joe Davis (MFH), Mike Polsinelli 

(FPM) and Willie Garrett and Doug Gordon (PIH) attended 

the ribbon cutting for Westgate Apartments in Westland, 

Michigan.  Also in attendance were representatives from 

MSHDA and the City of Westland. Westgate was originally 

built nearly 40 years ago and was insured under the Sec-

tion 236 program. The building was looking its age, so the 

owner, LARC Properties, applied for and was awarded low 

income housing tax credits to assist in the rehabilitation of 

the building. The project consists of 148 units, with 59 units 

assisted under the Rent Supplemental program.  The de-

velopment went through HUD’s Rental Assistance Demon-

stration (RAD) program and as a result, all units now bene-

fit from project based vouchers.  The total development 

Client Corner—This is RAD!

With 75% of the county wide hous-

ing stock having been built prior 

to 1978 and 17% built prior to 

1940, the exposure to potential 

lead hazards  in  the County of 

Muskegon is great.  In fact, the  

CDC has designated 13 of the 14 

zip codes as high-risk areas for 

lead exposure. 

To make matters worse, 10% of 

Muskegon County households are 

low income families with small 

children who are residing in those 

areas of very old housing stock  

and have little, if any, resources to 

deal with such things as deterio-

rated lead paint. 

A recent grant award from HUD, 

for 1.1 million dollars will provide 

much needed assistance to the 

community in furthering its efforts 

to reduce the number of children 

with elevated lead levels and 

those at risk  through the provision 

of lead abatement services lead-

ing to safer living conditions.
